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‘Time waste': Gandhi walks
out of defence panel meet

New Delhi, 16 December

ven as the national political lead-
E ership grapples with the biggest

Chinese military intrusions into
Indian territory since the 1962 war, the
parliamentary standing committee on
defence on Wednesday discussed soldiers’
rank badges and uniforms for over an
hour, over the objections of several
members who demanded the committee
focus on matters of strategic importance.

After ruling party members shouted
down others who objected to discussing
“irrelevant” and “minor” matters and
demanded a discussion on equipping the
Army to face the Chinese intrusions,
Congress party leader Rahul Gandhi
walked out of the meeting in protest.

Gandhi was also protesting at not
being allowed to speak without interrup-
tion by the chairman, Bharatiya Janata
Party (BJP) leader, Jual Oram.

Abevy of top military officers, includ-
ing the Chief of Defence Staff, General
Bipin Rawat, had been summoned to the
standing committee meeting to make pre-
sentations on military uniforms.

Speaking off the record, two officers
expressed bemusement at tying up senior
officers in a discussion on uniforms at a
time like the present.

The discussion on rank badges and
uniforms is learned to have taken place at

the behest of BJP Rajya Sabha (RS)
member, Lieutenant General Devender
Paul Vats, who had proposed that all three
services — Army, Navy, and Air Force —
wear similar uniforms and rank badges.

In the Indian military, all three services
have their own uniforms, rank names and
rank badges. This tradition was inherited
from the British armed forces. Gandhi
stated that, if a change was required, it
should be decided by the military brass,
not the political leadership.

Contacted for comments, the Ministry

of defence has not responded.
Committee members have declined to
comment, citing privilege.

While many parliamentary commit-
tees are holding virtual meetings on
Zoom, this was the second physical meet-
ing that the standing committee on
defence since the outbreak of the Covid-
19 pandemic.

The committee has 21 members from
the Lok Sabha and 10 from the RS. It is
intended to fulfil the role of parliamentary
oversight of defence matters.

Bharat Biotech...

After the second shot was administered,
pain at the injection site was the most
common local adverse event. As for the
two dosage arms, one 3 microgram and
another 6 microgram, no significant dif-
ferences were noticed among volunteers.
All vaccinated individuals had neutralis-
ing responses to Sars-CoV-2 strains.

This is, however, an interim report and
BBIL said it is not reporting any data on
the persistence of vaccine-induced anti-
body responses or safety outcomes. The
results reported do not permit efficacy
assessments, it said adding that the eval-
uation of safety outcomes requires more
extensive phase 3 clinical trials.

Krishna Ella, CMD, Bharat Biotech, had
said the firm had already recruited 8,000
odd people for the phase 3 clinical trials
that began on November 17.

The company had applied for market-
ing approval based on phase 1 and 2 data,
he said. Ella felt that since data from mon-
keys have shown the efficacy of the vac-
cine, and the phase 1 and 2 human trial
data showed that it was safe, one could
apply for marketing approval.

"We are not inhuman people, we are
sensitive about our volunteers. The vac-
cineissafe, built on time tested and proven
technology. It can be given to a six month
old or to a 60-year old," he had said.

Piramal...

The Oaktree offer includes 11,646 crore
in upfront cash and deferred payments to
the lenders while Piramal has put on the
table 13,000 crore upfront.

When contacted, Oaktree declined to
comment. Nor did a Piramal spokesper-
son. Oaktree has asked the banks to keep
1,500 crore in an escrow account till the
tax liabilities from the sale of DHFL’s insur-
ance venture are met.

Oaktree cannot hold a stake in the
insurance arm because if it did so, it would
breach India’s ceiling for foreign direct
investment in the insurance sector.
Pramerica holds a majority stake in the
insurance company.

The CoC of DHFL will meet on
December 18 to study the proposals. It will
discuss how to split the proceeds among
the claimants. Voting on the proposals will
be held a week later. The lenders, fixed
depositors, and provident funds had made
aclaim 0f¥90,000 crore after the company
was sent to National Company Law
Tribunal for debt resolution in December

last year. Both Oaktree and Piramal have
offered to issue bonds to the banks.

As Piramal is Triple A rated, its bonds
(to be issued to the banks as deferred pay-
ment) will fetch a premium as compared
to Oaktree, whose bonds will be rated
lower. A source said Piramal’s offer has
received three points more than Oaktree’s
when compared on quantitative metrics.

“As Piramal is an Indian company with
ongoing relations with the lenders, the
banks will be more comfortable working
with it. Besides, Piramal has offered an
additional X300 crore outside its resolution
plan for the fixed depositors, which would
tilt their vote in Piramal’s favour,” the
source said.

DHFL has cash of 12,000 crore on its
books and all the upfront cash offers are
made on the basis of that.

The Piramal group has decided to make
the offer with insurance stake sale pro-
ceeds worth 3200 crore going to the
lenders. Both Piramal and Oaktree offers
include the%3,000 crore of interest earned
on the cash on the books of DHFL.
Excluding that, while the Piramal offer for
the entire company is 332,350 crore, the
Oaktree offer is for 32,646 crore. “The
holdback by Oaktree may turn out to be
the deal breaker,” said the source.

Sebi clears...

“The amendment to the eligibility criteria
for sponsoring a mutual fund is a positive
for upcoming entrants like fintech plat-
forms looking to launch a fund,” added
Kaustubh Belapurkar, director (fund
research), Morningstar Investment
Advisers.

A lot of fintech firms have expressed
their intention to foray into the domestic
mutual fund space, which has seen its asset
growth swell from 10 trillion in 2014 toI30
trillion at the end of last month. At present,
the industry has more than 40 players, but
the bulk of the assets are concentrated with
the top five players. Also, despite the high
growth, a lot of foreign players have exited
the business.

“While Sebi has been tightening the MF
regulations, it realises that more players
need to be encouraged to set up AMCs to
ensure growth. Already, we have seen
many foreign sponsors exit. The new eligi-
bility criteria could encourage new-age,
tech-oriented firms to enter the MF fray,”
said Joydeep Sen, consultant with
PhillipCapital fixed income desk.

He said DIAL had wanted to use the
money deposited in the escrow account
for expenditure on airport maintenance.

Travel, both international and domes-
tic, was among the biggest casualties of
the lockdown. While domestic air traffic
has recovered 60 per cent of its 2019 levels,
normal international travel has not
resumed yet.

Mumbai airport has deferred capital
expenditure of 33,000 crore, while Delhi
airport has pushed back its expansion plan
of Terminal 1 by a year.

According to Delhi airport estimates,
it will suffer a loss of 1,330 in 2020-21
(FY21), against a profit of ¥383 crore in
2019-20. The force majeure clause by DIAL
will further hit the finances of AAL which
will register a loss in FY21 for the first time
since its formation in 1995.

DIAL pays 45.99 per cent and MIAL 38.7
per cent of their revenue as fees to AAL
This forms the bulk of AAT’s revenue, mak-
ing it one of the few profitable public sector
units in the country.

A complete waiver, said AAI officials,
would force the authority to increase its
external borrowings.

Earlier this month, Delhi HC had
restrained AAI from collecting 38.7 per
cent of Mumbai airport’s revenue as
annual fee in view of the adverse financial
impact of the Covid-19 pandemic.

The court also restrained AAI from
transferring funds from the escrow
account to itself. The relief will be in place
till an arbitral tribunal decides on the
matter.

Instagram...

Of course, Instagram has had its share of
luck in India. In the first week of the lock-
down (from March 18-24), the number of
live views went up by a staggering 60 per
cent. And ban on the Chinese app TikTok
(which had over 200 million users here)
in end June, helped Instagram’s Reels,
which is a short (15-second) video-sharing
platform, take off in a big way. By the time
it was tested in India in July, millions were
looking for an alternative to TikTok. And,
Reels profited from that vacuum. Acco-
rding to NapoleonCat, Instagram had
around 94 million users in May.

The popularity of Reels, which is pres-
ent in 50 countries, can be gauged from
the fact that two out of every five top songs
shared globally are by Indian artists. To
push the product, Instagram went for a
consumer marketing campaign for the
first time. The “Do your thing” campaign
on television and in the digital space,
focused on popularising Reels during the
Indian Premier League.

But Instagram has some serious com-
petition, too. According to data from App
Annie, which ranks all apps based on
downloads, Instagram has quietly climbed
from No.8 on November 16 to No.5 on
December 15. But in the social app space,
it faces tough competition from MX Taka
Tak (which saw its download ranking go
up from 24 to 2 in the same period) as well
as Moj and Snapchat, both of which are
ahead of Instagram.

Currently, first generation urban
brands are using Instagram to advertise
their products. However, Facebook has
been behind Google in terms of advertis-
ing revenues in India and so far, the con-
tribution from Instagram has been very
small. Out of the total advertising revenue
of Facebook and Google, which was
around 11,500 crore in FY19, Google had
an 80 per cent share of the pie. However,
the two control over 70 per cent of all dig-
ital advertising revenues.

Those in the know say that in India,
Instagram is focussing not just on teen-
agers, but also on the youth. According to
NapoleonCat, 53.9 per cent of the users are
in the age group of 13-24, 33.1 per cent are
25-34. Unlike developed markets, where
the ratio of men and women are near
equal, in India, Instagram’s popularity is
heavily skewed towards men.
